 For our March meeting Sq. Leader Turnbull had provided a report stating that all US visit-
ing forces, regardless of location, are adhering to the same Public Health England advice as the 
rest of the population. Regular telephone conferences are being held in addition to exercises to 
ensure continued preparedness. People returning from high risk areas are screened appropriately 
and, as of 10th March, there were no cases of Coronavirus amongst any US visiting forces at any 
location across UK. 
 We have a little bit of news regarding the noise from Murfitts and we understand a shred-
der, that had been located in a marquee, has now been housed in a building, thereby hopefully 
slightly reducing excess noise. In addition, we understand that a sound muffler was being installed 
on 23rd March, so, fingers crossed, by the time you read this, the noise may have reduced. 
 After receiving comments from parishioners about dim lighting in some areas of the vil-
lage, we contacted our contracted engineers about possible solutions and, although we are bound 
by the regulations pertaining to órural villagesô, a possible solution has been found. The light 
bulbs, currently used in the street lighting provided by the Parish Council, cause a yellow hue. 
However, there are bulbs that have a white hue that give off a óclearerô light which may impact 
the darker areas of the village in a positive way. The change-over will be gradual but will be hap-
pening in the future. As for the few lights that have been out on South Street and Malts Lane, 
these outages were not caused by failed light bulbs. With the high winds and power outages, UK 
Power has had to deal with many repairs and in the process these particular lights were discon-
nected from the main UK Power network. This has been reported and we have been assured that it 
will be dealt with as soon as possible.  
 And now a few quick messages: 
 -We are currently looking into a few complaints about the number of large lorries driving 
through the village. 
 -An update on Speed Watch - we have six volunteers, names have been submitted to the 
police and we are now awaiting details of training. 
 -On 28th April, the Parish Council will be hosting the Annual Parish Assembly in the 
Village Hall. You are all invited ï please see further details elsewhere in this magazine. 
 -A reminder that police drop in sessions are held on the first Thursday of each month in 
the Central Cafe in Feltwell from 1.00 to 4.00. 
 The next Parish Council meeting will be held on Tuesday 14th April 2020

RECIPEðSausage Casserole 
 
This month I want to welcome CJ at the Meat Market to the magazine as an 
advertising supporter. If you check out his advert further on in the magazine 
you will find a voucher for a free 1lb of sausages, when you spend more than 
Ã10 at his shop in Brandon. A great offer and great sausages!!  
 
Ingredients 
4 large potatoes 
4 carrots 
8 good-quality sausages  
2 tbsp olive oil 
1 onion, chopped 
1 garlic clove, crushed 
1 tsp paprika 
400g can chopped tomatoes 
400ml vegetable stock  
1-2 bay leaves 
 

Method 
Turn the oven to 180ÁC/fan160ÁC/gas 4. Peel the potatoes and carefully cut 
them in half, then into quarters. Peel the carrots and cut each carrot into 
about 4 or 5 even pieces. 
Prick the sausages all over with a fork ï this helps the fat to run out of the 
sausages, so that they donôt split open as they cook. Heat the olive oil in a 
heavy-based casserole and fry the sausages, turning often, until lightly gold-
en all over ï this should take about 10 minutes. Remove the sausages from 
the pan and put them on a plate. 
Add the chopped onion to the casserole (there will still be some oil in the 
pan from the sausages) and continue to cook over a low heat for 5-10 
minutes, until the onion is slightly soft. Add the garlic and paprika and cook 
for another minute. 
Add the chopped potatoes and carrots and stir everything around in the cas-
serole so that the vegetables are coated with the oil. 
Add the tomatoes and stock (to measure the stock, you can use the empty 
tomato can ï filled up, it will hold 400ml of stock) and the bay leaves. Bring 
to a simmer (so itôs just bubbling gently). Return the sausages to the casse-
role. 
Using your oven gloves, carefully put the casserole into the oven. Cook for 
45 minutes, until the potatoes are cooked through, and serve.

April Gardening. 
  

Aprilôs here and spring has sprung at last! As the weather warms and early flow-
ers start to bloom, all of a sudden it feels like thereôs plenty to do in the garden 
again. Keep an eye on the weather forecast for frosty nights and continue to pro-
tect vulnerable plants.  
 
Top Tips for April: 
¶ Water containers in dry spells.  
¶ Keep weeds under control 
¶ Protect fruit blossom from late frosts 
¶ Tie in climbing and rambling roses 
¶ Sow hardy annuals, herbs and wild flower seed outdoors 
¶ Divide bamboos  
¶ Prune winter & spring flowering shrubs as soon as they have finished flow-

ering such as heathers and forsythia.  
 
Step-by-step guide to planting hanging baskets: 
If you have a frost-free greenhouse or conservatory you can get a head start by 
planting your hanging baskets now.  
Step One: If you are using a plastic-lined basket pierce some holes in the plastic 
for drainage. Fill the basket with a good quality compost and add water retaining 
gel & slow release fertiliser (as per the manufacturerôs instructions).   
Step Two: In a 12ò basket choose 3 -4 trailing plants and 1 upright plant. Space 
the trailing plants evenly around the outside of the basket.  
Step Three: Plant your central upright plant. Fill any gaps with compost. To en-
courage bushier plants with more flowering shoots pinch out the ends of fuchsias 
and petunias. Hang up and water well.  
 
Focus on Penstemons: 
Prune your penstemons now - cut back all the old shoots to the base, provided 
there is new growth at the bottom of the plant. If there are no new shoots at the 
base, cut just above the lowest set of leaves.

 Last nightôs meeting (Wed 03 Mar 2020) at the Mundford Bowls Club welcomed guest 
speaker Keith Thomas. Keith is a very experienced helicopter pilot and has latterly worked for 
the Civil Aviation Authority in various guises. He has displayed helicopters at air shows and 
currently instructs on helicopters and presents aviation safety evenings to private pilots. This 
monthôs talk was entitled 'My Life in the Clouds, the Early Years'. Keith led us through his 
early life in the Air Training Corps where he got his first wings, gliding. He then got his Private 
Pilots Licence via an ATC flying scholarship and yet another set of wings after joining the 
Royal Air Force. So important to him was this that he delayed his wedding by 3 weeks to en-
sure that he was able to display his (3rd  set of ) wings on his uniform at the nuptials! 
Having learnt to fly on the Westland Whirlwind helicopter he converted onto the Wessex heli-
copter and proceeded into operations in Ulster supporting the Army and, on deployments over-
seas. He finished by stressing that because helicopter pilots were so gentle on the controls they 
make the best lovers! The uproar at that comment was so loud we never discovered if this was 
true, even though his wife was in the audience.  This was a first class evening with a super 
sandwich buffet by Val and Len our hosts at the Bowls Club.

Easter At The RSPB  
 

 With Easter very close by now, and the spring break for our local schools giv-
ing the children two weeks off from 3rd April to 17th, we have planned a range of 
activities for families who want to get outdoors in (what should be!) lovely spring 
weather. Weôll have an Easter Egg Hunt around our Brandon Fen family trail, with 
six coloured eggs and a special golden egg to hunt out! Those wanting to take part 
can pick up an activity sheet at the Visitor Centre and tick them off as you find 
themé some will be easy and some a little harder! Then when youôre finished, come 
back to the Visitor Centre to collect your badge- and pick one from our Easter range. 
 As well as the egg hunt (and perhaps better for older children) weôll have a 
Spring-themed spotter sheet with seasonal wildlife to look out for as you go round 
any part of the reserve. We do charge Ã2 for the spotter sheet or the Easter Egg Hunt 
activity trail, with all the proceeds from the trails. Many of our birds such as great 
crested grebes and little egrets will be in their breeding finery on the pools and worth 
looking out for, as well as a variety of early butterflies and bumblebees if the weather 
is good.  
 Just in case the weather isnôt great, we will have a table of Easter-themed arts 
& crafts in the Visitor Centre too.  
 If you are planning on visiting us soon, itôs a good idea to look and listen out 
for our cranes- we should have at least one pair breeding with us this year, though we 
are hopeful to return to the situation we had in 2016 where we had two nesting pairs. 
Look out too for marsh harriers, who will have eggs or young chicks to feed and 
should be doing some mid-air food passes where the male passes caught food to the 
female. She will often fly straight up from the nest site and turn upside-down at the 
last minute to take the prey with her talons from his, or to grab it from the air after he 
has dropped it a short distance above. The females are very attentive and donôt like to 
leave the nest for long, especially when the chicks are young- the reason food passes 
are popular. Often, if the male attempts to join her on the nest afterwards for a rest 
and a look at his brood sheôll kick him out and encourage him to go hunting again 
straightaway! 
 You could also hear bitterns and bearded tits as well as you walk round, along 
with some early butterflies such as brimstone, peacock or small tortoiseshell and per-
haps even a large red damselfly, our earliest-emerging species of dragonfly. Keep an 
eye out for the lovely spring flowers too, like red dead-nettle and spring beauty, lining 
the paths too. 
 Regular readers of this column might recall our warden Katherine talking about 
unusual nesting places for birds in the March issue, and we can report that we now 
have a teapot robin! A pair of robins have built a nest in an old china teapot near the 
Visitor Centre and we are following their progress. We hope to see you on the reserve 
soon!
