Make 2020 A Record Year! 
 

 Happy New Year from us all at Lakenheath Fen!   
 At the RSPB, as with many other wildlife organisations, we base our management, 
policies and advice on scientific research.  This gives us the best measure of how well, or 
not, things are faring and provides direction on how we can make things better.  Some of 
this research is carried out by professionals, but really, anyone can contribute, even if you 
are a complete beginner. 

 The RSPBôs Big Garden BirdWatch, or BGBW, is a great example.  This annual 
national survey has been carried out over a weekend in January, every year in gardens, 
parks and wildspaces across the UK since 1979.  Apart from being a great introduction into 
getting familiar with the birds in your garden, it also gives a good indication of how our 
garden birds are faring.  
 The 2019 results showed that house sparrows were still the most common bird to be 
seen in gardens across the UK, closely followed by starling, blue tit, blackbird and woodpi-

geon.  This doesnôt quite show the whole picture though, as while house sparrows are most 
widespread across UK gardens, the overall numbers have shown a 56% decline since 
BGBW first began.  Starlings, though second most common in UK gardens have declined 
almost 77% in numbers in the same time scale.  Itôs not all bad though, coal tit numbers in 
gardens have increased 245% (!), and goldfinches, not even included in the first BGBW, 
have increased by nearly 70%. 

 By using this publicly gathered data, we can target the wildlife that is struggling and 
suggest how we can help them in our gardens, and with a bit of luck help reverse some of 
the declines. 
 The RSPB is not alone in using so-called ócitizen scienceô to guide their manage-
ment.  The British Trust for Ornithology (BTO), among many other surveys, also do a Gar-
den Birdwatch survey. Itôs a bit more involved than the RSPBôs BGBW, with the data be-
ing collected on a regular basis at the same time throughout the year, to build up a thorough 

picture of what wildlife is using the garden.  If you are interested in finding out more, check 
out the BTO website www.bto.org for more details. 
 Many other organisations use citizen science too.  For example, the Bumblebee Con-
servation Trust run a national óBeeWalkô to monitor the abundance of bumblebees. If you 
didnôt want to do a formal survey, you could even just record occasional interesting sight-
ings on a publicly accessible database like iRecord.  This could include seeing your first 

swallow of the year, or even if youôve just seen a hummingbird hawkmoth on the flowers at 
the local pub!  All you really need is an interest in wildlife, and maybe a handy id guide 
too! 
 Your sightings really could make a difference to wildlife, so why not make 2020 a 
year to record it, starting of course with the RSPBôs Big Garden BirdWatch on 25 to 27 
January!  For more information have a look on the RSPB website www.rspb.org.uk/
birdwatch, or pop into the visitor centre here and have a chat with one of us. 

Whatever you decide to record, have a great 2020.  Hope to see you on the reserve soon!

RECIPEðBrined Pheasant and Root Veg 
 

In January, seasonal eating is all about wonderfully rich game meats and hearty root 
vegetables. The following recipe uses all those elements. 
 
2 pheasants, about 500g each, gutted and cleaned 
150g unsalted butter 
4 fresh sage sprigs 
300g carrots, cut into 4cm chunks 
300g parsnips, cut into 4cm chunks 
12 thin slices pancetta or streaky bacon, or 4-6 
slices prosciutto 
200ml dry or medium marsala or sherry 
 
For the brine 
200g sugar (caster, granulated, or light brown) 
200g fine sea salt 
20 black peppercorns 
10 juniper berries 
3 fresh bay leaves 
2 garlic cloves 
2kg crushed ice 
 
 First brine the birds: put the brine ingre-
dients (apart from the ice) into a large stainless
-steel (non-reactive) stockpot with 2 litres cold water. Bring to the boil over a medium-
high heat, then turn off the heat and leave to infuse for 10 minutes. Add the ice, then 
the pheasants and cover with cling film. Chill for 6 hours. 
 Heat the oven to 240ÁC/220ÁC fan/gas 9. Drain the pheasants (discard the 
brine), pat them dry with kitchen paper and put in a large roasting tin.  
Stuff each birdôs cavity with 50g butter and 2 sage sprigs. Season with pepper (no salt, 
because of the brine). Surround the birds with the chopped vegetables, evenly spaced 
so as not to crowd the tin. Put the tin in the oven and immediately turn the heat down 
to 200ÁC/180ÁC fan/gas 4. 
 Roast for 15 minutes, then remove the tin and lay the pancetta (or bacon or pro-
sciutto) over them to cover, overlapping slightly.   
 Return the tin to the oven and roast for 15 minutes more until the meat reads 
65ÁC in the thickest part of the breast when tested with a digital probe thermometer (or 
the juices running between leg and breast are barely pink).  
If the birds arenôt yet fully cooked, return the roasting tin to the oven for 5 minutes 
more. Once cooked, remove from the oven and set the birds aside to rest while you 
make the gravy. 
 Put the roasting tin with the vegetables on the hob over a high heat, add the 
marsala or sherry and boil for 5 minutes until reduced by about half. Scrape the bottom 
of the pan with a wooden spoon to stir in any sticky goodness.  
 Stir in the remaining butter, then reduce for a further 5 minutes until the sauce 
has a thin, pouring consistency. 
 Carve the pheasants, then serve with the veg and the sauce.

January Gardening. 
 
Welcome to the new year, a new decade, and the start of a new gardening season. Janu-
ary gardening is very much dependant on the weather, but if you get a chance to brave 
the elements there are always jobs to do! Here are my top 10 jobs for January!  

¶ If you shred your Christmas tree the resulting mulch is the perfect top dressing for 
acid loving plants such as Rhododendron, Acer and Blueberries. 

¶ If you have black spot on Hellebores it's best to remove the diseased leaves. It 
may seem dramatic but you really can remove most of the leaves without it suf-
fering at all. 

¶ If you are over wintering plants in the greenhouse Botrytis (grey mould) can be a 
problem. To reduce the risk increase air flow by opening all the doors and vents 
on mild days. In the event of signs of disease remove the plant to prevent spread-
ing. 

¶ It is cold and frosty for the birds as well, so it's a good time to look after wildlife. 
In addition to putting out food, birdbaths can easily freeze over. 

¶ It's a good time to weed and continue the garden clear up ready for the spring. 
Many plants have died back and cutting these back makes it easier to see the per-
ennial weeds and there is less risk of standing on other plants or new shoots. 

¶ In freezing conditions keep off the lawn. When frozen, the blades of grass be-
come brittle, and do not yield to pressure. This means they will snap and break 
when trodden on. The lawn will not recover easily and there will be brown marks 
left on the grass in Spring. 

¶ Sow Now: Summer bedding including Begonia, Lobelia, Salvia and Pelargonium 
in a heated greenhouse or propagator to provide early plants. 

¶ Plant Now: If the ground is not frozen Soft Fruit and bareroots including hedg-
ing, roses and trees can all be planted in January.  

¶ Prune Now: Wisteria: cut back side shoots to 2 or 3 nice buds, creating lots of 
small spurs along a main stem, this will direct energy to flower production rather 
than vegetative growth. Deciduous hedges such as hawthorn, beech or hornbeam 
can be renovated in January when they are dormant and leafless. Itôs also time to 
prune Apple and pear trees. 

¶ Purchase Seed potatoes as soon as they arrive in store (to get the best choice). 
Basic Scottish seeds are the best grade available to the home gardener as they are 
completely free from potato specific viruses, pests and disease. Given the varied 
nature of our summers, it is worth looking at the blight resistant varieties of pota-
to. Once youôve purchased your seed potatoes, remove them from the net/ bag 
immediately and place in trays (or egg boxes) eye end up for Chitting. Place the 
tray in frost free areas with plenty of natural light. Chitting is the term used for 
the process of developing shoots on the potato. 

Whatever January brings I hope you get a chance to step out into the garden and enjoy 
the season as you tackle this months gardening jobs. Just think of those excess Christ-
mas calories youôll use up!

What is Community Speed Watch?  
Put simply, speed monitoring is carried out by trained volunteers from the commu-
nity, with follow up work and enforcement by Norfolk Safety Camera Partnership, 
Norfolk Police and the Local Authority. The aim is to encourage drivers to choose to 
drive at, or below, the speed limit. Offending driversõ vehicle details are recorded 
and forwarded to the Community Speed Watch Administrator who will arrange for 
letters to be sent to registered keepers. 
 
Isnõt this a police job? 
Norfolk Constabulary is committed to reducing the number of people killed and 
seriously injured on the road but, with ever greater demand, it is simply not possi-
ble to carry out speed enforcement checks in every community that wants them on a 
regular basis. This is where working together can help. 
 
Does it work?  
In 2007 the scheme was trialled in Hopton and was quickly rolled out across a num-
ber of Norfolk Parishes with great success. There is no reason why this could not be 
as successful in other areas, provided that schemes are set up and run in accordance 
with guidelines developed during the trial. A total of 357 vehicles have been caught 
speeding in the county this year. Although weõll never eradicate speeding, we can 
work on reducing it. Police forces across the country implementing ôSpeed Watchõ 
can show a reduction in overall average speeds and a significant reduction in the 
proportion of drivers travelling well over the limit. As you may anticipate, many 
drivers slow down on seeing volunteers at the roadside in high ðvisibility jackets, 
and the numbers of drivers recorded may not be as high as you think it will be. This 
is a good thing, as the aim is to encourage people to slow down without having to 
involve any further action.  



What about training and equipment?  
Volunteers are guided through the process and a two hour training session is pro-
vided, including use of the equipment.  The cost of training and ongoing admin-
istration is borne by Norfolk Safety Camera Partnership. Each team is provided with 
ôSpeedarõ Radar, Community Speed Watch signs, reflective jackets and a paperwork 
pack. 
 
Is it dangerous? 
The safety of the volunteers and all road users is paramount and there is a list of 
safety rules that must be adhered to at all times. Experience so far has shown that 
the vast majority of drivers either support, or are neutral to, volunteer speed moni-
tors. Most of the time most drivers co -operate and volunteers operate with little or 
no risk to themselves or others. It is true that some drivers wave or gesture in a less 
than supportive manner, but actual confrontation has been extremely rare, and the 
training covers how to deal with each situation. A risk assessment is undertaken 
and is aimed at making your presence at the roadside as safe as possible ð it is most-
ly common sense. 
 
How would we start a scheme in Hockwold?  
Step One - If members of the community think that speeding traffic has a danger-
ous or negative social impact on Hockwold, the first step would be to gain the sup-
port of the Parish Council. Tick ã. The Parish Council is right behind the idea.  
Step Two  ð Volunteers - a minimum of six volunteers is required, each willing to 
contribute a minimum of one hour per week. Monitoring sessions will only be car-
ried out in daylight hours and there would be no expectation that monitoring will 
take place at all times of the year ð volunteers will quickly disappear if expected to 
stand in the rain of a cold February afternoon!  
 
Volunteers must be over 18 years of age and will be subject to a vetting procedure. 
Anyone who does not wish to be involved in speed monitoring may assist with ad-
ministrative support and each scheme must include at least one person in this cate-
gory, though some volunteers may, of course, be able to do both. 
 
This scheme could not go ahead without volunteers from the village and, obviously, 
the more volunteers the better.  The various Hockwold Facebook pages frequently 
contain comments and complaints about speeding through our village.  
 
Can YOU help to reduce these comments? Can YOU help to try to make our 
streets safer?
